These 1970’s Type 2 Classic VW Campervans all have a double bed in the main body of the van and elevating roofs containing either bunks or an additional double bed. 

Split Screen Campers: Kissinger, Battenberg & Noddy Windsor
These 1960’s campers have a double bed which can be made from the seats and table found in the rear of the van.  Noddy Windsor has an elevating roof with two hammocks.

Samba: Barbarossa The king of the fleet has a double bed like the other splitties.

Duration of hire
A Weekend Shortbreak must be taken from Fridays to Mondays inclusive. 
Vans to be collected Friday from 2.30pm and returned before 10am, on Monday.   

A Midweek Shortbreak is four consecutive days taken from 2.30pm on Monday and returning before 10am on Friday.

Weekly bookings run from Friday, 14.30 to Friday, 10.00 am or Monday, 14.30 to Monday, 10.00.  From 9th July to 27th August, Noddy Windsor, Battenberg, Kissinger, and Barbarossa are available Monday to Monday. 
* During summer 2010, we are keeping the following vans available for shortbreaks:  Nice Guy Eddie, Jackie Brown, Ordell, I am Spartacus. (Shortbreaks are £500/ Weekly hire is £800) 
and Kissinger and Noddy Windsor (Shortbreaks are £550/ Weekly hire is £850).

We will store your car for you, at no extra cost, whilst you are hiring our van, although your vehicle will remain your responsibility.  

How the vans are equipped
Our vans are fully equipped to enable you start your holiday the moment you turn the key.  Below we give a general outline of how we have kitted out the vans.  If you have any specific requirements, please let us know and we will do our best.

We have 2, 4, 5 and 6 berth vans available.  However, if there are more of you, then we supply camp beds that you can place in the drive away awning that is supplied with your camper.  We ask that you only carry as many passengers as there are seatbelts available – please visit our vans page (www.oconnorscampers.co.uk/our_vans) to check out the berth and seat belt numbers.
The free standing awning enables you to leave belongings at the campsite while you set off for a day out and ensures you don’t lose your specially chosen spot while you are out having a good time.
